   The research of history has divided the 

forces, which shaped the so-called occident 

in the past into essentially three: antiquity, 

Christianity and Germanic Man [das Ger-

manentum]. In the weighing of these 

forces, both of the first two have usually 

been called the actual form-giving ones, 

above all in regard to the Reich idea: that 

ancient Rome supposedly provided the 

idea of a universaal monarchy and Christi-

anity the actual cultural foundations of the 

occident, while Germanic Man had been 

the military force and the vessel for these 

ideas. This humanistic-denominationally 

determined view of history has naturally 

emphasized a number of correct factors, 

but in the processs overlooked that the es-

sential element of any culture or state for-

mation can never be given to a folk from 

the outside, rather can only be formed by it 

from its inner energy or else simply cannot 

be formed. Hence the Germanic and then 

the German element seems to us as the ac-

tually forming force, the rest as the shifting 

and spiritual environment, which was ab-

sorbed by this force according to the cir-

cumstances of the historical situation. We 

are hence of the conviction that the essence 

of the idea of the Reich already contained a 

Germanic substance, that the core content 

of the Reich already existed with the ap-

pearance of a Germnic duke and a German 

king just that this forming Reich idea had 

to come to terms with the strong forces of 

tradition and environment. So it came to 

pass that the defense of the Reich idea it-

self had to go through many a transforma-

tion of form over the course of history. 

Theodoric the Great, who for the first time 

envisioned a universal Germanic Reich, 

indeed saw before him a decayed Byzan-

tine, but also the mighty tradition of an-

cient Rome, the great works of architecture 

and a great political and administration ex-

perience. He hence relied on antiquity in 

the formation of his Reich and took over 

state leadership and military security, 

while he left administrative things to the 

Romans. Christianity was less prominent 

in this founding, and the struggle of the 

Germanic Arians with the Roman Catho-

lics fully played out under Theodorichôs 

political dominance.  

   Karl the Great [aka Charlemagne] found 

a revitalized church, Christianity had be-

come a certain spiritual foundation in 

largely Catholic form, and so the Franco-

nian universal Reich combined with the 

Christiandom of back then. Both sides, the 

Franconian-Germanic element and the 

Christian-monarchist one, began to organ-

ize themselves up next to each other, and a 

world historical struggle took its start.  

   Otto the Great took a decisive step in that 

he provided the bishops with land owner-

ship and elevated them to secular lords. 

The bishops thereby became officials of 

the Reich and during Otto the Greatôs life-

time took the Kaiserôs side against the 

Pope. But this development naturally 

bought a strengthening of the clergy in that 

it presented not only spiritually a strong 

shaping force, rather could later also come 

to terms with a direct worldly power in the 

Kaiserôs election. Both universalisms, the 

Reich by Godôs grace and the papal claim 

to power, escalated constantly and collided 

with each other under Kaiser Friederich II, 

the Hohenstaufen, to the greatest degree 

and in the bitterest conflict. The Kaiser felt 

himself as beaer of the Reich and, as the

They would call the selected candidate 

and send everyone else a letterðincluding 

him.  After two interviews.  

   So on the day of the interview, in the evening 

just as I was ready to leave work for the day, I 

called the man and asked him whether I could 

meet him at a place and time of his choosingð

but not at the office.  This was ñunofficial,ò I 

said.  He agreed.  I bought him a beer and told 

him face to face that, regretfully, he was not the 

selected candidate.  It was the decent thing to 

do.  He appreciated my gesture.

The 

power of the papal universal right 

strenghtened under the Habsburgs, but the 

last attempt of a so determined universal 

monarchy failed under Karl V from inner 

inconsistency: at the beginning of the con-

scious awakening of European national 

cultures. 

   Luther then shattered the already long 

explosive union of the occident of back 

then. The natural sciences continously 

burst the old picturee of the world. Hu-

manism, Renaissance enrich Europe again 

from buried sources, awaken the spirit of 

antiquity, but at the same bring about a 

deepened folkish awakening of the Euro-

peans. (Hutten celebrates Arminius.) The 

liberal rebellions shake off the Middle 

Ages and the play of the various forces of 

tradition and hopes for the future deter-

mine the 18th and 19th centuries. Ger-

many lies on the ground politically in this 

period. The world is divided up between 

Anglo-Saxons, French and Russians, and 

when the dream of the German Reich, and 

indeed without any external help, based on 

Prussia in the Wars of Liberation of 1813, 

again begins to take shape and under Bis-

marck becomes reality, the biologically 

freshed reinvigorated folk is crowded in on 

all borders and due to shortage of space 

burdened with many Philistine manifesta-

tions of the environment. But the Second 

Reich ï and this is its tragedy ï lives and 

defends itself with a strong formative 

worldview. The most diverse worldviews, 

reciprocally excluding each other, fight for 

each individual, and Germany faces the 

assault of the forces of high finance and 

the French and British  spiritually dis-

united in 1914. The resultant collapse 

For What Do We Fight?

compels Germany to either deep reflection 

or decline. The reflection comes through 

Adolf Hitler and the fighting of the Na-

tional Socialist movement. A worldview 

conquers the Reich anew, shakes off old 

traditions and now bases the Reich idea 

not on dynasties and denominations, 

rather on the substance of life itself: on 

race and ethnicity [Volktum]. From these 

foundations and their highest values of 

honor and duty, the National Socialist 

worldview shapes intself in all areas in 

the struggle against old powers. And be-

cause they acknowledge neither high fi-

nance nor Bolshevism, neither stock-

market speculation nor the brutal commu-

nist state capitalism, the assault against 

the Reich has happened again. But never 

before in history has the German Reich 

been so consciously defended as in our 

days, never before have all tribes of the 

German nation stood against the oppo-

nent, never before has a worldview been 

more rigorously defended than through 

the Reichôs new flag, and never before 

has this flag been carried with harder 

hand through the fighting of the time than 

today through the Führer. But through 

this fact, the National Socialist movement 

has likewise become the servant of the 

German Reich idea. This movement will 

be measured in the future according to 

the energy and will for action for the 

Reich idea. This insight means deepest 

obligation for every National Socialist, 

for every soldier of the German 

Wehrmacht, which today serves this 

2,000 year old Reich idea and the world-

view stemming from our era, defends 

them together against the enemies of the 

eternal Reich. 

   We have fought for this since 1918, the 

movement has tirelessly taken every ef-

The Times, Theyôre Aô Chaging! 

   Angela Merkel suffered damaging losses at the 

hands of Germany's resurgent far-Right in regional 

elections in Berlin on Sunday evening, September 

18.  

   German Chancellor Angela Merkel's party suf-

fered a historic loss in Berlin state elections while 

the right-wing populist Alternative for Germany 

(AfD) gained fresh support, riding a wave of popu-

lar anger over her open-door refugee policy. 

   The Alternative for Germany party won 14 per-

cent, according to public broadcasters' projections, 

in the capital which has long prided itself on being 

a ñhip, diverse and multicultural city.ò 

   The strong AfD result, thanks to support espe-

cially in the vast tower block districts in Berlin's 

former communist east, meant it has now won op-

position seats in ten of Germany's 16 states, a year 

ahead of national elections. 

   Merkel's center-right Christian Democratic Union 

(CDU) won only 17.5 percentðits worst post-war 

result in the city, before or after the 1989 fall of the 

Berlin Wallðlikely spelling the end of its term as 

junior coalition partner to the Social Democrats 

(SPD), who won around 22 percent. 

   The election in the chronically indebted city-state 

of 3.5 million people was dominated by local issues 

including poor public services, crumbling school 

buildings, late trains and a housing shortage, as well 

as problems in coping with the migrant influx.

   The biggest EU economy took in one million asy-

lum seekers last year, and over 70,000 of them 

came to Berlin, with thousands still housed in the 

cavernous hangars of the Nazi-built former Tempel-

hof airport, once the hub for the Cold War-era Ber-

lin airlift.  

   Berlin's SPD Mayor Michael Mueller had dra-

matically warned before the polls that a strong AfD 

result would be "seen throughout the world as a 

sign of the resurgence of the right and of Nazis in 

Germany". 

   The vote marked another milestone for the upstart 

AfD, which has campaigned on a platform, similar 

to France's National Front or far-right populists in 

Austria and the Netherlands. 

   "From zero to double-digits, that's a first for Ber-

lin," cheered the AfD's top Berlin candidate, Georg 

Pazderski, predicting that the electorate would next 

year kick out Merkel's national right-left grand coa-

lition. 

   "We've arrived in the capital," said the party's co-

leader Beatrix von Storch, hailing the "huge suc-

cess". 

   Merkel's CDU, which has a national majority, in 

Berlin has served as junior coalition partner to 

Mueller's SPD, traditionally the strongest party in 

the city . 

   Mueller has rejected a new coalition with the 

CDU and was seen likely to team up with the ecolo-

gist Greens and the far-left Die Linke party, each of 

whom scored around 15 percent. 

   Such a "red-red-green" coalition, its members 

hope, could one day be replicated at the national 

level.  Keep hoping! 

   Merkel meanwhileðafter suffering a stinging 

loss to the AfD in another regional poll two weeks 

agoðwill face further pressure "to explain her po-

litical strategy", Gero Neugebauer of Berlin's Free 

University told the Handelsblatt business daily. 

Another analyst, Kai Arzheimer of Mainz Univer-

sity, also predicted tensions would rise between the 

CDU and its Bavarian sister party the CSU, but he 

stressed the alliance was unlikely to change its top 

candidate, Merkel. 

   "To ask this question one year before federal elec-

tions would be suicidal, especially since in the CDU 

there is no credible successor," he said. 

   The CSU's Bavarian Finance Minister Markus 

Soeder nonetheless launched a broadside, charging 

that Merkel's government must "regain citizens' 

support in the refugee question and finally strictly 

limit immigration and get a handle on the security 

problems." 

   In Berlinða city famously dubbed "poor but 

sexy" by its previous mayor, bon vivant Klaus 

Wowereitðthe election campaign was dominated 

not just by migrant policies but also widespread 

frustration over poor public services. 

   With little industry and an above-national average 

jobless rate of 10 percent, Europe's techno party 

capital is often seen as an amusingly chaotic excep-

tion in otherwise orderly and punctual Germany. 

Berlin became a national laughing stock for a grand 

airport project that is now five years behind sched-

ule and three times over budget. 

   In another debacle, thousands of refugees were 

left waiting for days and weeks last year at Berlin's 

then hopelessly overwhelmed Lageso central mi-

grant registration center, with many forced to sleep 

in the dirt outside. 

   All the problems have helped fuel voter distrust of 

Germany's mainstream "people's parties" who have 

governed Berlin in an unhappy coalition, the SPD 

and CDU. 

   The CDU's top Berlin candidate, Frank Henkel, 

called the vote result "a black day for the people's 

parties" and said "it is very alarming when fringe 

parties like the AfD or Die Linke between them 

attract a quarter of the vote." 

   "Berlin is becoming ever more fragmented," said 

Lothar Probst of Bremen University, speaking on 

Phoenix TV, as the SPD, despite winning, also 

booked its worst post-war result. 

   "The parties at the center, the mainstream parties, 

have lost a lot of ground, spelling a shifting dy-

namic in the political landscape ... What we're see-

ing is the erosion of support for the big 'people's 

parties'." 

   The AfD will have to wait at least until next year 

to win seats in the Bundestag, the national parlia-

ment. 

   At stake in Sundayôs election was the Berlin state 

legislature. With a population of some 3.6m, Berlin 

is one of Germanyôs 16 federal states in its own 

right. 

   Some 1,500 people had gathered to see Merkel 

speak ahead of the Berlin election as she cam-

paigned for her Christian Democratic Union party 

(CDU) and its Berlin leader Frank Henkel. Chants 

of ñAngie must go!ò and ñGo Away!ò filled 

the Kranoldplatz square as protesters told Merkel 

that she and her migrant policies, which have be-

come extremely unpopular in Germany, were not 

welcome.  

   Right-wing hecklers yelled óMerkel must go!ô, 

óGet lost!ô and óHomeland, Freedom, Tradition!ô 

while standing just outside an election campaign 

rally of the German Christian Democrats (CDU).
